Hagar was a second wife--a handmaid to Sara.  Hagar represents the covenant given at Mt. Sinai.  

Hagar was a bondmaid.  Her son was born a servant, like all who were born under that covenant covenant.  It gendereth to bondage. 

Sara is the first wife--the true wife.  She represents the everlasting covenant which came in eternity before God gave the covenant on Mt. Sinai.  Her son, Isaac was a type of Christ.  Just as Isaac came forth by miracolus birth so Christ came forth.  Just as Sara--a picture of the Jerusalem above--the true church--just as Sara appeared past the years of child bearing when Isaac came forth so the nation of Israel was in a sad state when Christ came forth.  With Christ, God made his everlasting covenant as he did with Isaac.  And like God made his everlasting covenant to Isaac so God makes his everlasting covenant in the hearts of his elect sons of promise. 

But when Isaac came forth the son of the bondwoman mocked him.  Just as those who rejected Christ for their works and the law mocked Christ.  

But the everlasting covenant--like Sara-the first wife--demanded that the old covenant-Hagar--and her son be cast out.  So it is that any who would yet desire to be under the old covenant must be cast out.
