Raised In Power
Acts 9: 37: And it came to pass in those days, that she was sick, and died: whom when they had washed, they laid her in an upper chamber. 38: And forasmuch as Lydda was nigh to Joppa, and the disciples had heard that Peter was there, they sent unto him two men, desiring him that he would not delay to come to them.

The Lord God appointed this time for Tabitha to die at the same time that he had brought Peter nearby in Lydda in order to declare the truth of Christ.  The Lord Jesus had raised Lazarus from the dead before his crucifixion.  Tabitha was the first person he raised from the dead after his crucifixion.  From this we learn that he is raised, Lord and Christ. If we shall be raised to faith in Christ, preserved in Christ, and eventually raised to be with Christ in glory, then it will be by the King of glory whose dominion and power is in heaven and earth.
