Every commentary I have read centers Peter's prayer on Tabitha.  But his intercession was as much for the comfort of her grieving brethren as it was for her. One thing a believer desires when we depart this life is for our Lord to console our brethren. What a blessed comfort we find here.  Because the death of his saints is precious in the sight of the Lord therefore our Lord will make the death of his saints precious in the sight of our brethren whom we leave behind.  Peter put them all forth, outside of the room of death, outside the place where their minds were taken up with sorrow, and he prayed.  That is how the Lord comforts those who grieve the death of a precious saint.
